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THE BENEFITS OF PLAYING IN AN ORCHESTRA

Music studies have been proven to enhance academic performance, teamwork skills, and cognitive
ability in children. Students learn to set objectives and work toward them. It imparts upon them precious

life skills and experiences that allow them to gain the upper hand in their studies and lives. Aside from
being fun, there are numerous other advantages of joining a youth symphony orchestra, band , or
ensemble.

One of the most significant benefits is the valuable connections  a child establishes with other pla  yers of
the orchestra. Th e development of social skills happens as each student makes new acquaintances

with other members of the orchestra. Some of these interactions could even lead to lifelong friendships .
When kids connect in this way (playing in a sch ool band or orchestra ), it creates a blueprint for
connecting with others in other areas of life. Success in society later in life will depend on the ability to
form such connections.

From the day a student joins an orchestra, they become part
of a functioning team that has clear goals. They learn that by

Youth orchestras, ensembles and bands get to perform for their local communities. They may also get
chosen to perform in competitions that take place in the global community. This will allow them to gain
new experiences and overcome adversaries such as sta ge fright and the fear of playing music publicly
without judgment. These skills are a huge help when players transition to a professional life.

Music is a perfect way to relieve stress, but an orchestra provides a place to go, associate with friends,
and s ee the finished product of everyone's hard work . Even if only for a few hours each week, being a
part of an ensemble means setting aside the worries of the day and indulging in a fun activity. Making
music with other people is tremendously rewarding and ve ry therapeutic .

to professional orchestra players, there are lots of options, including soloists, arrangers, music educators,

artist managers, performan ce venue management .. even in the medi

Studies indicate that children who part icipate in orchestra programmes have higher success in other
learning areas like math and reading . It also offers them the ability to  increase their creativity , which
opens other opportunities over the course of a lifetime, whether it be in the arts, scien ces or business
world.

Giving your university application or CV an edge over other candidates may mean taking on extra
gualifications, or it might mean gaining work experience in a relevant area (or both!). One of the more

fun activities that will bestow a  surprising number of benefitis upon you is playing in
need to practise your part in between sessions, as well as committing the time to weekly rehearsals.
